NOTE – if a RED FLAG WARNING is issued for Lincoln County, NO BURNING is allowed, even with a valid permit.  Before burning, please call 743-2426 to see if conditions permit you to burn.

Per Ordinance # 2012-01 regarding the “Designating Levels of Fire Restrictions Within Unincorporated Areas of Lincoln County” that took effect on July 18th, 2012, you are required to maintain this permit when burning.

Because of the current fire danger, we ask that you take your burning seriously and use the utmost care.  Just because you have a permit does not excuse you from being careless.  Reckless or negligent fire starting or management may result in criminal charges being filed against you.

You must notify the sheriff’s office when you actually conduct your burn by calling 743-2426 and giving them the location where your fire will be.  When your burn is complete (and the fire completely out), call 743-2426 and let dispatch know you are done with your burn.
 
Your fire MUST be attended at all times.  You may not leave an open/active fire unattended for any reason. If for some reason the fire does get out of control and you cannot immediately stop it, call “911” to contact the fire department.
