Monitored Sobriety
You have been ORDERED to participate in monitored sobriety as a condition of your bond. This requires that you contact an organization that conducts this type of supervision and fully cooperate with their procedures. If you fail to comply, complete, or cooperate with the COURT ORDER or requirements, a warrant for your arrest may be issued.
